For all sub projects it is important that you agree within a partnership, who is responsible for recording the CO2 using the calculator, for a specific meeting or event (to avoid double counting). For instance, at programme level we have agreed that it is the organisation hosting the meeting that is responsible for submitting data for that particular meeting. 

6 month claim

When entering your 6 month claim you will be asked on the on-line monitoring system, under activity, whether:

- CO2 Calculator has been sent to power@stockholmregion.org   or,
- CO2 Calculator not relevant – I have not hosted any meetings
If the Calculator has not been used in the reporting period, or, if there were no meetings or teleconferences then the second option should be selected. One of the 2 options must be selected to enable the claim to be processed and reflects the important nature of the calculator. It is important that all results created from the use of the tool are saved in a consistent manner, to do so we suggest saving the Excel file using the following file naming convention:

YYYYMMDD-COUNTRY NAME - PROJECT ACRONYM (NAME)-SEQUENTIAL NUMBER (3digits)

For POWER Regional Institutions
